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The KAPF Support for Waqf Post-
Graduate Students

The Kuwait Awgaf Public Foundation (KAPF),
as early as its establishment in October of 1993, has
been striving to achieve one of its strategic objectives
represented in reviving the noble institution of
endowments (waqf). As a result of these efforts
which induced a shift in dealing with wagqf, the
Ministers of Awqaf and Islamic Affairs in Jakarta,
Indonesia in 1997 nominated Kuwait (represented by
the Kuwait Awqaf Public Foundation) to undertake
this responsibility and to act as a coordinating state
for waqf at a pan-Islamic level.

To carry out this mission properly, an array of projects
was initiated, among which includes extending
support to waqf post-graduate studies and research.
The idea underlying this project is focused on
encouraging post-graduate students to prepare their
theses on wagqf according to academic criteria and
to revive wagf-based research. These efforts should
comply with the strategic vision of promoting waqf
on Arab and Islamic levels.

The project will extend academic and financial
support to a number of MA and PhD candidates
who conduct their researches on contemporary
academic wagf-based issues as required by KAPF.
Furthermore, KAPF is planning to create an elite
group specialised in waqf and to contribute to its
modernisation. This is expected to have a positive
impact on the performance of waqf institutions and
to complement other efforts exerted in this domain in
order to upgrade and activate wagqf at theoretical and
practical levels.

e A thesis should be in the area of waqgf, focusing ona
variety of recent issues which fall within the scope
of the strategic vision of KAPF for promoting
wagqf and realising its objectives.

e The student should not be receiving support from
any other agency.

e The student should apply to KAPF, providing all
the necessary documents specified below.

Required Documents:

e The student’s C.V.

e A certified copy of the last university degree
attained by the student.

e A certificate issued by one of the accredited
universities to evidence the student’s registration
for the MA or the PhD and the approval of the thesis.

e A copy of the research plan approved by the relevant
SUpETVisor.

e Three recommendations made by three instructors
from among those who taught the student in the last
year of university.

e Two recent official photographs.

Procedures:

e The ad hoc committee at KAPF makes an
advertisement on the website (www.awgaf.org) and
other media on an annual basis about the availability
of scholarships for MA and PhD students.

e Each application will be thoroughly studied by
committee members and an assessment is made in
light of the research plan being submitted, provided
that it should be wagqf-related and approved by the
university or supervisor. Assessment is contingent

upondefinite criteria, forexample comprehensiveness,
innovation, originality and so forth.

e The committee will prepare a report about each
student in which a recommendation for or against
each student is made. In case of numerous
applications, a prioritisation process is advocated
and the support will observe the following:

- Theses which handle new waqf-related topics which
fall within the strategic vision of promoting waqf
and realising its objectives.

- PhD students hold precedence over MA students.

- Students from among wagf institutes worldwide.

- Priority in order of application submission.

On approving an application, all administrative

procedures will be completed, including:

- The maximum period of support provided by the
Kuwait Awqaf Public Foundation is two calendar
years for master’s students, and three calendar years
for doctoral students.

- Support payments shall be made to eligible students
once every four months. The first payment will be
made within one month of approving the application,
provided that all required documents are submitted,
with an emphasis on the following:

1. Payments will not be made except through
submitting a report attested by the academic
supervisor

2. The final payment will not be made unless the
initial copy of the thesis is submitted to the
relevant committee.

3. In case the study period is shortened, one payment
only will be made out of the outstanding payments.

4. Support will not be extended for any periods
preceding the nomination of the student.

5. The ad hoc committee is entitled to suspend any
payment for any of the following reasons till
such reasons are remedied

- Failure of the student to submit the regular report on
his academic progress

- The student’s weak performance as evidenced by
the report.

- Changing the topic of the thesis without the written
approval of KAPF.

The ad hoc committee is also entitled to cancel the
support for any of the following reasons:

- Providing inaccurate or false information.
- Providing falsified declarations.
- Concealing the progress of the thesis.

N.B. Support amounts are regarded as awards and
should not be taken as full support, considering that
such amounts are calculated using geographical
considerations and the degree pursued by the
student.
